Prime Ministers Scholarships named
Christchurch School of Gymnastics is pleased to announce that one of their coaches Nigel Humphreys has been awarded a 2007 Prime Ministers scholarship. This is the first time one of these scholarships has gone to a South Island Trampoline coach, and is a just reward for the results that he has achieved over the past few years. 
Humphreys is CSG’s first Trampoline Sports Director, appointed in July 2005 he has made a dramatic improvement in the club’s trampoline programmes in that time.
In October this year the club, already the biggest and the best gymnastics club in New Zealand, had the largest trampoline contingent at the National Championships and with Bridget Sugden (18) taking out the Open Women’s title posted the best results by far. The club took a total of 12 trampoline titles.
Six of Humphreys Elite squad of 8 have a gymnastics foundation with the club which underlines the closeness of the gymsports, and explains in part why the club chose to branch out into the trampoline sports.

Humphreys also coaches Kimberley Shea who will be one of only 4 NZ Trampoline representatives at the Australian Youth Olympic festival next month in Sydney.

Shea was one of 99 athletes out of 627 nominations recently named as one of SPARCS Future Champions. The Award recognises the sporting excellence of young people in secondary schools at a national level across a wide variety of sporting codes.
 Shea began her career as a gymnast with the Christchurch School of Gymnastics and crossed to trampolining when a wrist injury forced her to rethink her options. Shea already has World Age Group medals and a title under her belt and has her sights firmly set on Beijing, now with her coach being assisted by a PM Scholarship the goal will be easier to achieve.
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
